WESTLINK TUNNEL: Trucking companies will 
benefit, at a cost of over $5 billion to us. The 

government’s own studies show that it will bring no 
overall economic benefit.This “alternative” to 
Westgate just goes to two more busy roads.

NO TUNNEL, NO FREEWAY: Fund rail freight 
to get containers off the roads and onto rail: it’s 
safer, less polluting and frees up road space. 

HOUSING: Endless public housing waiting lists, 
rising homelessness, young people unable to afford 

their own home. Meanwhile, developers make millions.

HOUSING: Build more public housing, end 
homelessness. Stop rooming house rorts. Stronger rent 
controls and tenancy rights. Community referendums 
on big developments.

WATER: Use less water and your bill still rises. City 
West Water profits are up $20 million this year! And 

bills will rise more - to pay $18 billion to the owners of 
the desalination plant that we don’t need. 

WATER: Reduce bills for houses that save water. 
Reinstate subsidies for water tank installation. 
Stormwater harvesting, recycling, compulsory water 
saving in industry.

PUBLIC TRANSPORT: The system is broken. 
Over $1 billion wasted on Myki, another billion wasted 

subsidising private operators. Costs rise while services 
decline.

PUBLIC TRANSPORT: New tram lines along 
Ballarat Rd and Geelong Rd. More trains and buses:  
24 hour service, free and publically owned. Co-
ordinate all timetables. Upgraded and fully staffed 
stations.
